The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act of 1974

FERPA

Referred to as the Buckley Amendment

The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act insures confidentiality of the student’s educational record and restricts the disclosure of it or access to it by any third party, except as authorized by law or by the student.

Student Rights

1. The primary right is the right of confidentiality of their educational record.

2. The student also has the right to inspect and review their educational record and request that amendments be made to the record.

3. The student has the right to control the release of the record.

4. Has the right to file a complaint with the U.S. Department of Education concerning violations of these rights.

Definitions

A student is any person who attends or has ever attended Baker College.

Educational Record is any record in handwriting, print, tape, microfilm, or other medium used by Baker College.

Disclosure of the Educational Record

Baker College accords all the rights provided under the act to each student.  No one outside the College will have access to, nor will the College disclose any information from the educational record without the student’s consent.

Within the Baker College community, only those members who are acting in the educational interest of the student are allowed access to the educational record.

Exceptions to the disclosure rule may be made under the following FERPA provisions:

1. To Baker College officials as described in the above paragraph.

2. To federal and state educational officials in connection with operating their programs.

3. In connection with financial aid for which the student has applied.

4. To organizations conducting studies on behalf of the College.

5. To accrediting organizations to carry out their functions.

6. To parents of a dependent student.  ALERT!!!!

7. To comply with lawful judicial order or subpoena.

8. To appropriate parties in health and safety emergency.

9. Limited information designated as “Directory Information” may be disclosed.
