STUDENT SUCCESS POLICY

Philosophy of the Student Success Policy

It is the philosophy of Baker College to give students a fair opportunity to be successful in their academic endeavors.  It is recognized that:

· Learning is a process.

· Practice and repetition are valuable tools in teaching and learning.

· Failure can provide a valuable learning experience to students.

· Students are responsible for their own learning.

The Student Success policy does not mandate or imply that only “C and higher” grades be given to students.  Its purpose is, instead, to give students more than one opportunity to demonstrate that the required level of learning has occurred.

Guidelines and Suggestions

1. Instructors have the freedom to determine which assignments they would allow students to redo.

2. Instructors could still require a minimum number of projects for their classes.

3. Instructors could still enforce “time limit” deadlines.

4. Instructors could also identify a “maximum number of times” that students could re-attempt the same assignment.

5. Instructors may decide to lower the student’s grade for each attempt.  For example, if a research paper earned an A on the second attempt, the recorded grade could be a B.

The types of assignments that could work well within the Student Success policy include:

· Written assignments

· Competency check sheet for measuring skill areas

· Case studies

· Research papers

· Portfolio items

· Tests, at the instructor’s discretion

Additional Guidelines for the Student Success Policy

In order for this philosophy to be implemented and to ensure instructors’ academic freedom and the validity and integrity of grades awarded to students, additional guidelines are suggested:

1. Instructors will predetermine and include in their syllabi which assignments or graded activities are eligible for resubmission or retake.

a. Instructors will identify what factors qualify an assignment for resubmission (i.e.; grade obtained, quality of presentation, etc.).

b. Instructors will clearly state deadlines for both original and resubmitted work.

All work which falls under these guidelines must be turned in by the end of the quarter.
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
