With the guidance of the Directors of Curriculum and Assessment, System Department and Program Coordinators will work with each system program committee to develop a department-specific orientation on departmental curriculum and assessment, including program outcomes and direct measures. (September 2005)

Chris Davis presented information regarding assessment software and the infrastructure for assessment data collection, analysis, and reporting.  At this time, the focus will be on the assessment needs within the general education department.  The group confirmed that using general education as a base model is a great starting point.
The process regarding reactivation of previous programs will be to utilize the “New Program Research Worksheet” and to follow the necessary steps involved with new programs.
The System Curriculum Committee decided that proposals from one campus only programs would need to be voted upon and not sent to the committee as an FYI.  Many concerns were voiced regarding one campus only program changes not coming through the department which will be discussed further on Blackboard.  Another item for further discussion is the need for System Department Coordinators to bring the one campus only program proposals forward to System Curriculum. 
The New Program Research Worksheet needs more clarification.  Items included in the worksheet will be discussed at the spring meeting with the possibility of a rough draft of revisions.

The spring meeting will be Wednesday, April 13, 2005 beginning at 9:00.
