Required general education in certificates – Jim will revise the list and resend to the CAO/VP on each campus.  CAO/VP needs to share 

this information with faculty and bring feedback to the fall CAO meeting.
Capstone courses using the word seminar – System Department Coordinators (SDC) will speak with the System Program

Coordinators (SPC) and propose course title changes where necessary.

Developmental courses listed on the top of rotations – The committee would like to continue listing developmental courses at the 
beginning of all master rotations.

New programs vs modification of an existing program – B. Honhart will send a note to CAO/VP asking for how these items are being 
compensated for on the campuses.  CAO/VP please bring results to the CAO meeting in August.

List of courses currently taught without curriculum – Barbara reminded the group that the curriculum department needs curriculum for all 
courses being taught in order to maintain standardized curriculum across the Baker College system.
Articulation Contract – Contract needs to be revised – Subcommittee of CAOs to include Bruce Conforth, Carol Dowsett, Mary Ann 
Herbst (chairperson) plus one dean from each of the three campuses.  This will be added as an agenda item to the CAO meeting in
 August.
Items from the winter meeting – General Education changes –D.  Billings will update the general education listing for the catalog. 

Proposal Template – New template shared with the group.  K. Lutz will update template with job titles.  
Draft Syllabus – Rough draft ideas shared with the group.  DEQIP is piloting the new format. K. Lutz will follow up on issue with Instructor Tutoring.   New Program Development Steps – Flowchart changes shared with the group.

Increasing faculty participation – Subcommittee results were shared with the group. K. Lutz will develop a questionnaire asking faculty how 
to increase their participation in system program meeting.  This will occur fall 2004.
Writing course outcomes using Bloom’s Taxonomy – K. Lutz will discuss with DEQIP curriculum subcommittee.

Issues regarding proposed changes and the 2004-2005 catalog – K. Lutz and S. Dean shared with the group the challenges using approved 
proposals to make program changes.  Proposals which include changes to the rotation must include a revised rotation using the tool on 
the AS/400, go resdean, item 44 (directions are attached and available on the web). Other suggestions regarding proposals – provide a checklist for proposal completion, provide a tutorial on how to put together a proposal, curriculum specialist on each campus, additional curriculum training in needed for the SPC, SPC take the proposal template to the system program meeting to develop a rough draft of the proposed change. 
System Department Coordinators/System Program Coordinators Effective Questionnaire – sent to CAOs on Friday, June 4.  CAOs will 
distribute the questionnaire to SDC/SPC on their campus and will send results to K. Lutz on Monday, June 14, 2004.  This information
 will be pertinent to the System Academic Restructuring meeting being held on Friday,  June 18,  2004 with the Campus Presidents and 
CAOs. 

Suggested changes regarding curriculum proposals and restructuring the System Curriculum Committee meetings – K. Lutz will form a focus
 group to develop a plan to restructure the System Curriculum Committee.  The pilot will be posted on Blackboard by August 31, 2004.  
Items will include the following:  proposal deadline for the catalog, curriculum changes – the type of changes sent to System 
Curriculum, changes can only be proposed for a program every other year, participants serving on the System Curriculum
 Committee, and the minutes.
New faculty representatives needed for 2004-2006 – Business Administration faculty from Cadillac, Human Services faculty from Jackson, Engineering and Technology faculty from Owosso.
New System Program Coordinators needed for next year – Management (Clinton Township), MED103 and SCI (Jackson), BHSA (Owosso or Cadillac), Social Sciences (Port Huron).

Directions for Submitting Rotation Schedule Changes

1.  Enter go resdean on the AS/400.

2.  Type in 44 and press enter.  This item will allow you to enter U for Undergraduate and enter A for Individual Selection of Programs.  Enter the program code, AB for Degree Code, ACC for Concentration Code, and 2004A for Version Code (as an example).  Make sure you enter R for rotation.  If you would like requisites to be listed enter Y under Include Requisites Y/N.  Press enter at this point, this will generate the rotation sheet to move from the CARINA printer to your hard drive.  Press F3 to exit.

3.  Enter 91 to Work With Printer.  Work With Spooled Output System will be the title of the screen.  The first item should be the rotation you just entered.  

4.  Enter 0 (zero) under OPT to download.  Press enter.

5.  Download Spool File screen will appear, enter a PC File Name.  Let’s name our file ABACC04A.  Enter R (for RTF file) and press enter.

6.  This file is now stored on your hard drive.

7.  Go into Word and your C: drive, click on the xfer folder – you will see ABACC04A.

8.  Open the document and make your suggested changes, save, and store or print for distribution.
