Each year we offer a Bone Marrow Donor Drive in order to enlarge the state of Michigan's Bone Marrow Donor 
Registry. Bone marrow donors have a unique opportunity to benefit more than 35,000 children and adults with 
life threatening diseases each year. A marrow or blood cell transplant is a potentially life-saving treatment for 
patients with leukemia, lymphoma and other blood diseases. A transplant replaces a patient's unhealthy blood 
cells with healthy blood-forming cells from a volunteer donor. Patients who do not have a family member 
match are eligible to search the registry for a donor.  
 

·  You must be between the ages of 18 and 60 to join.  
·  If you have been diagnosed with the following, you cannot join the registry:  

�  Hepatitis B or C, HIV (AIDS);  
�  Diseases which may be defined as auto-immune disorders, such as multiple sclerosis, systemic  
 lupus, chronic fatigue syndrome and fibromyalgia, heart disease including a past heart 
 attack, any history of angioplasty, bypass surgery, heart valve replacement surgery or 
 pacemakers;  
�  If you have a serious bleeding problem such as hemophilia or require anticoagulant medications  
 or have a history of more than one deep vein thrombosis (blood clot).

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Chamber Member Discount & Job Sponsor Programs: 
There are two programs Baker College of Cadillac offers to students whose employer will pay for tuition costs. Eligible  
students must complete the appropriate form available in the business office and return it by its due date. These forms  
must be completed by both the employer and student. Please see the Business Office with any questions about these pro- 
grams.  

Chamber Member Discount Program:  
This program allows companies who are members of the Cadillac Chamber of Commerce to send their employees to  
Baker College of Cadillac at a 20% discount if tuition is paid before the commencement of classes. The signed chamber 
form (green) must be submitted with payment by the first day of classes in order to receive the discount. Please note that 
the discount does not apply to the student's account until after the third week of classes.  

Job Sponsor Program:  
This program allows students to pay for their tuition five weeks after the term has completed. This extended due date  
provides the student an opportunity to turn in their grades and receive tuition reimbursement from their employer. There  
is a non-refundable $30.00 fee to benefit from this program. The signed job sponsor form (purple) must be submitted  
with payment of the $30.00 fee and documentation from the employer by the first day of the quarter to take advantage of 
this program. A $30.00 finance charge will be applied to any balances not paid in full by the due date.  
 
The Business Office encourages you to take advantage of these two programs.  
 
 
Excess Loan Refunds  
Refunds of excess loan funds will be issued to returning students beginning Monday, January 25, 2010.  
To receive a refund, you must meet ALL of the following criteria:  
 

Attended at least 6 credit hours during the first week of classes (missing class for a "good reason" or having 
instructor's approval to miss class is still an absence and will delay loan funds).  
 
Have at least six credit hours started as of January 11, 2010. Online classes and second session five-week 
classes not starting on January 11, 2010 will not count toward the required six credits.  
 
Complete all loan requirements (Entrance Interview, Promissory Note, missing financial aid items).  
 

 
Complete activation of your Baker One card by choosing a refund preference on www.bakeronecard.com.  
 

Loans arriving later in the quarter will be issued each Monday of the quarter as loan funds arrive.  
 
Refunds of excess loan funds for NEW loan borrowers will be February 22, 2010. You must meet ALL of the criteria 
listed above to receive a refund.  
 
Excess funds from grants and scholarship will be issued March 1, 2010 
 
Don't delay in getting your books and supplies for your classes because the last date for eligible students to charge  
books and supplies in the bookstore are:  
 

   Students with a "third party" payer – February 11, 2010 
Students with financial aid – February 25, 2010 
 

To avoid a finance charge, accounts must be paid in full by February 25, 2010. If you have any questions 
please contact Carol, Bessie, or Ami in the Business Office.  
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We realize that situations may arise that will cause you to consider withdrawing from your classes. However, 
withdrawing could effect much more than you may realize. Before you withdraw from your classes, please 
consider the list of possible ramifications.  
 
Withdrawing from your classes could¼  
 
• Result in a reduction in financial aid for the quarter and a balance due to the college.  
• Interfere with Standards of Progress conditions that may affect future financial aid.  
• Put you out of rotation for future classes and may delay graduation.  
 
It is also important to be aware of the refund and withdrawal policies. If you decide to withdraw from any of 
your classes, the college must have your signature on a drop/add form with the class or classes you are 
withdrawing from clearly marked. If you are unable to come in to complete the drop/add form, we must have 
a letter stating the classes you wish to withdraw from, the last day you attended these classes, your student Id 
number (UIN), and your signature. The refund policies are based on the date of withdrawal not the last date 
of attendance. If the date of withdrawal is within our refund period, a percentage of your tuition for the class 
you are withdrawing from will be credited to your account. This "refund" does not mean that you will be 
receiving a refund from the college as a balance still may result from the withdrawal.  
 
For ten week courses the refund schedule is ¼  

100% - Official withdrawal prior to the beginning of classes.  
80% - If date of official withdrawal is within the first week of classes.  
60% - If date of official withdrawal is within the second week of classes.  
20% - If date of official withdrawal is within the third week of classes.  
NO REFUND - After the third week of classes.  
 

For five-week courses the refund schedule is ¼  
100% - Official withdrawal prior to the beginning of classes.  
80% - If date of official withdrawal is within the first week of classes.  
50% - If date of official withdrawal is within the second week of classes.  
NO REFUND - After the second week of classes.  
 

For On-line courses the refund schedule is¼  
100% - Official withdrawal prior to the beginning of classes.  
100% - If date of official withdrawal is within the first week of classes.  
50% - If date of official withdrawal is within the second week of classes.  
NO REFUND - After the second week of classes.  
*Please note that the weeks for on-line courses run Thursday-Wednesday.  
 

For academic offerings that are not consistent with the College's traditional  
calendar, the following percentages for refunds shall apply¼  

100% - Official withdrawal on or before the first day of classes.  
80% - If within the first 10% of the total time period of the class.  
60% - If within the first 10% to 20% of the total time period of the class.  
20% - If within the first 20% to 30% of the total time period of the class.  
NO REFUND - After 30% of the total time period of the class has elapsed.
