o Complete the KAPLAN Admission Test on the Clinton
Township campus. Effective as of September 2010, your \\
previous NET scores are no longer valid for acceptance
into the professional track.

-Registration for the Spring test sessions held within the month of May will be Friday,
April 1 through Friday, April 29, 2011.

o All prerequisites must be a B- or better and must be completed by the end of the
Spring 2011 term to register for the KAPLAN and apply for the Fall 2011
professional track. Spring term ends on Saturday, June 11, 2010.

o If you are a transfer student, you must have your official transcripts submitted to the
Registrar and posted to your Academic records before the end of the Spring 2011 term.
These will show as XC on your Step Plan/Rotation Schedule.

o Submit a completed application packet.

Application packets for the Fall 2011 admission will be available for pick up and drop off in the
Nursing Faculty Office, Room M109, from Wednesday, June 1 through Thursday, June 30,
2011 during office hours. The office will be open Monday through Thursday from 8:00 a.m. to 6:00
p-m. and Friday from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. until June 10, 2011. After June 10, 2011 the office
hours will be Monday through Friday from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.

Completed applications are to be returned to the Nursing Faculty Office in a sealed envelope,
which will be provided in the Application packet.
