(NET) to apply for the Nursing Program. We are offering the NET on the following days and times at no cost :

Saturday, April 10 from 9:00 a.m. T 1:00 p.m.
Saturday, April 17 from 9:00 a.m. T 1:00 p.m.

You must register by completing the Nurse Entrance Test (NET) Registration Form at the Nursing Faculty Office,
M109. You must register in person and provide a photo ID . Registration for the NET begins Monday, March 1
and ends Wednesday, March 31, 2010. Office hours are Monday through Thursday 8:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. and
Friday 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. We have limited seats available in each session, so register as soon as possible to get
the session you want.

e There are study guides and workbooks available for purchase in the Bookstore, as well as some resources in
the library

e There are no calculators allowed.

e Please bring two #2 pencils with you, they will not be provided.

e YouMUST be prompt for the test session. Once the test begins, you will not be permitted to take the exam
or reschedule for another Spring session.
