Direct Measure Reporting

At the start of the quarter, The Assessment Department sends a letter to all faculty on the discipline list teaching a class with a scheduled direct measure assessment. The letter includes instructions on how to submit results and includes copy of the assessment instrument.  No letter will be sent if there is no assessment instrument in place and direct measures can not be changed after the letter has been sent unless there are very special circumstances. In addition, deans are sent a list of all scheduled direct measures by program to be administered on their campus that quarter.

Faculty submit assessment results by the Friday after grades are due. Campuses may identify someone to enter results for faculty, but the results should always have the individual faculty name on the submission.
For all direct measures and selected indirect measures, the Assessment Department creates a single, system-wide summary report that is posted either with the curriculum or on the web. When requested, the Assessment Department will also provide the original data file, which the system program coordinator or anyone else can use to pull out campus-specific information. 
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
