THE COURSE OUTCOMES This rubric measures the following course outcomes:
	The student will select written materials such as books, brochures, trade books, etc., and instructional and informational technologies to support content area learning.

The student will demonstrate understanding of major principles and guidelines revealed and supported by current research for instruction in content classrooms and the importance of each for the development of active and independent learners.

The student will plan for the integration of language arts (reading, writing, speaking, and listening) in all major/minor subject areas through the use of classroom strategies that promote active learning within each subject area.

The student will compare the stages of literacy development and create instructional strategies to increase comprehension (including but not limited to comparing and contrasting key ideas, concepts and perspective in multiple texts, drawing conclusion to supporting opinions, understanding of text structures and genre, and analyzing the craft of literacy expression) at each stage, enabling students to become independent, strategic readers.
