Printing Options on the AS/400

1.  Use option 71 to work with printed output.
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2. Any report that has a form type of original will have to be merged if you would like printed output.  Place a "1" next to the report that you wish to print, then press the enter key and the following screen will appear.
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3. Press the enter key on the merge screen and this will generate printed output to your default network printer.

Note:  Any report intended for students such as Step Plans, Working Transcripts and Registration Schedules will automatically print to your default network printer.  These printouts have a form type of *STD (standard).
