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Thinking of Withdrawing? 
Don’t just stop attending!  There may be significant financial consequences.  To avoid the 
potential consequences, please meet with staff in the Academic Office, Business Office and 
Financial Aid Office. 

IMPORTANT WITHDRAWAL INFORMATION: 

Withdrawal or absenteeism can have a major impact on your college finances.  The 
following is very important information for students receiving federal financial aid: 

What is the impact on your federal financial aid when you officially withdraw from 
your class or classes by notifying the Academic Office?   

 The US Department of Education requires a student to attend classes past the 60% 
point of the quarter (i.e. in a 10 week quarter you must attend your classes past the 60% 
point-the 6th week) in order for the student to be eligible for the entire federal  financial aid 
award.  If you withdraw or stop attending prior to the 60% point in the quarter, a large 
portion of your awarded financial aid is required to be returned to the US Department of 
Education by Baker College and you will owe the balance.  The amount of aid returned is 
based upon your last date of attendance.  A large balance may impact registering in future 
quarters and obtaining official transcripts. 

What happens to your federal financial aid if you just quit attending (unofficially 
withdraw) and do not notify the Academic Office? 

 If you stop attending your classes (unofficially withdraw) and do not withdraw in 
writing, you may be withdrawn by the College.  A large portion of your awarded financial 
aid is required to be returned to the US Department of Education and you will owe the 
balance to Baker College.  Please contact the Business Office at 586-790-9681 with any 
questions.

Census Date 
Baker College uses the census 
date to determine a student’s 
enrollment status for awarding 
Pell Grant funds.  The Census 
Date for Spring 2013 is April 9, 
2013.  Any changes to your 
enrollment after the census date 
can affect your Pell eligibility.  

One quarter only loans 
If you have requested a one 
quarter only loan for any 
academic quarter, please be 
aware that the loan must be paid 
in two equal disbursements.  
The second disbursement of a 
one quarter loan cannot be paid 
until after the half-way point of 
the quarter and attendance is 
verified. 

Students must apply for Financial Aid every year.  Apply as soon as possible for the 
2013-2014 school year. 

If you have completed your taxes, it is highly encouraged that students utilize the IRS 
DATA retrieval link to facilitate the awarding process.

Have your PIN (personal identification number) in order to electronically sign your 
application (if dependent, your parent must also have a PIN).
